READ 1 JOHN 3:4-5 
What is sin? 

The “law” John talks about comes  
from the Old Testament (example, Exodus 20),  

but the Bible also talks about  
obeying others (example, Hebrews 13:17). 

Name one of your sins.   
Praise God that Jesus takes away our sin! 

 
READ 1 JOHN 3:6-10 

How do we know if someone is part of God’s family? 
What does it mean to “continue to sin”? 

Name a sin that you often repeat. 
Name some ways God has given you to stop.
