Make a list of your strengths and weaknesses,  

and thank God for both lists. 
 

READ 1 JOHN 3:13-15 

Who is “the world” and why would it hate you? 
How can we tell that we are different from “the world”? 

Pick a room and clean it together. 
Pretending that the dirt is “hate”  

and try to get every last bit of it out. 
 

READ 1 JOHN 3:16-18 

Have you ever been given a gift that is so big you were 
able to share it with someone else? 
That’s what Jesus has done for us,  

and He wants us to pass our gifts on to others. 
Find something to give away. 

 

READ 1 JOHN 3:19-24 

What are the two things that we are commanded to do? 
“Hopscotch” down your hall.   

When on one foot say “believe in Jesus”.   
When on two feet say “love others”.
