Was she happy? 

Did she think God could do it? 
How many different kinds of laughs can you make? 

What do they mean? 
READ GENESIS 21:1-3; 5-7 

Abraham and Sarah spent years waiting for the family 
that God had promised them. 

It was not always easy for them to keep believing  
In God’s promise.

What implication does this have for you? 
 

In Genesis 15:1-3, what does Abraham desire most?  
By the time of Genesis 22, what is the most important rela-
tionship in Abraham’s life?  
Why has this change taken place? 
What is your most important relationship?: Why? 
 

Who is foreshadowed by Isaac in Genesis 22?  
How does the foreshadowed person relate to the story of 
Abraham?
