even when you don’t deserve it.

Genesis 29:15-30– and work—Genesis 30:25) 

and Jacob cheated Laban 
(over animals—Genesis 30:41-43). 

What would it be like to live with people who 
are always looking out for themselves? 

What would it be like to live with people who 
want to help others? 
GENESIS 32:7-21 

Jacob is about to meet Esau. 
What makes you think that Jacob HAS changed? 

What makes you think that Jacob HASN’T changed? 
How hard is it to “turn over a new leaf”? 

Do some yard work together. 
GENESIS 32:22-31; 33:1-3 

What do you think gave him the courage to meet Esau? 
Share something you need to do that will take courage.

How are they resolved? 
 

Why does Jacob withdraw to be alone the night before he 
is to meet Esau? 
How does Jacob approach Esau on his return after 20 
years away? Why?  
How does Esau approach Jacob?  Why? 
 

Which has the greater impact on Jacob’s reunion with 
Esau; Jacob’s plans or prayer?  
Which option do you choose when confronted with a diffi-
cult situation?

Ask God to help you submit to His leading. 
Ask God for peace in confrontation.
