How would you change your house 
if God was coming to live with you? 

Rearrange some furniture. 
 

READ EXODUS 32:1-4 
What happened to the people when they thought Moses 

and God had gone somewhere else? 
How does your behavior change when you think your 

parents aren’t watching? 
What do you do or have to remind you 

that God is with you? 
 

READ EXODUS 36:6-7 
How much did the people give to God? 
How much are you willing to give? 

Work together as a family to give something away 
as an offering to God.

What can you learn from Day of Atonement that might 
change what you do to prepare to come before God? 

Hebrews 9,10 -  Jesus is the Perfect Sacrifice 

What is the greatest privilege that you experience as a 
believer in Jesus Christ? 
How much did that privilege cost? 
 

PRAYER FOCUS: 
Praise God for the constant experience of His presence. 

Thank God for Jesus’ sacrifice. 
Pray for people that need to know about God’s love. 

Pray that your home would be a tabernacle 
in your neighborhood.
