
FAMILY RESOURCE  
Big Idea: God sees everything. 

READ 2 SAMUEL 11:1 

What did the kings normally do in the spring? 
What did David do? 

When was the last time you didn't do 
something you were supposed to do? 

Why didn't you do it? 
Get up right now and do something you SHOULD do. 

READ 2 SAMUEL 11:2-3 

Why didn't David stay in bed? What did he see? 
What do you do when you see 
or hear something you shouldn't? 

Make a pair of "blinders" or box glasses that will help you 
focus straight ahead. 

Wear them while putting the dishes away. 
READ 2 SAMUEL 11:4-5 

Did David do what God wanted him to do? 
When was the last time you took 

something that didn't belong to you? 
Return something you have borrowed. 
Remember to write a thank you note! 

READ 2 SAMUEL 11:6-13 

Why did David want Uriah to go to home? 
Why wouldn't Uriah go home? 

How many ways can you think of to get cookies & ice cream? 
Which one is the best way? 
READ 2 SAMUEL 11:14-26 

How did David take care of Uriah? 
How did David take care of Uriah’s wife? 

Does covering up a mistake make things better? 
Go on an “undercover” hunt. 

What kind/s of things do you find under other stuff? 
READ PSALM 32:1-5 

What do we try to hide from God? 
What happens when we don’t hide from God? 

Play “hide and seek”. 
Be sure to enjoy the reunion after everyone is found!

Thank God for a time 

when He has shown you a way out from temptation. 
Ask God to guard your heart and your eyes.
