Matthew 18:21-35 
What is Peter really asking Jesus?  
What is Peter’s motivation: to love, to judge, to punish? 
What does this parable tell you about God? 
How would you define forgiveness based on this parable? 
How important is your forgiveness of others to God? 
Why do you find forgiveness so difficult? 
How do you continue to collect the debts others owe you 
even after you say you have forgiven them?  
How does this affect your relationship with God?  
How does this affect your relationship with others? 
[Private] Who has hurt you that you haven’t forgiven?  
How did they hurt you?  
What is God asking you to do with this hurt? 
 

PRAYER FOCUS: 
Praise God for His love. 

Agree with God about hurts you need to forgive. 
Thank Jesus for His sacrifice 

that made possible your forgiveness. 
Ask the Holy Spirit to show you who you need to forgive.
